WHEREAS, JESSE ARREGUI’N, IN HIS ROLE AS CHAIR OF THE BAY AREA REGIONAL
COLLABORATIVE (BARC) GOVERNING BOARD, HAS SERVED AS A LEADER AND CHAMPION OF

COMMISSION, THE SAN FRANCISCO REGIONAL WATER QUALITY CONTROL BOARD, AND THE
METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION HEREBY RECOGNIZE THE DISTINGUISHED
