Council leadership met with MTC Commission Chair Alfredo Pedroza to discuss the Council’s
annual work plan.
Background:
According to MTC Resolution No. 3931, which governs the Policy Advisory Council, the Policy
Advisory Council’s role is to “advise the Commission on transportation policies in the San
Francisco Bay Area, incorporating diverse perspectives relating to the environment, the economy
and social equity.” The Commission and advisors meet annually to identify priority areas in
which the Commission desires feedback and/or research from the Council. Advisors also may
recommend initiatives of potential relevance to the Commission.
In advance of the Annual Work Plan discussion, MTC Chair Pedroza, Council Chair Campos,
and Vice Chair Baldini met to discuss and identify Council focus areas in the coming year that
align with the Commission’s priorities. The main topic areas that emerged were:

e Plan Bay Area Update (PBA2050+) and Connected Network Planning (Transit 2050+)

e Transportation Revenue Measure development, including stakeholder engagement and

investment priorities

e Next Generation Freeways/Pricing

e Engagement/Program Design Process to Address Equity
This meeting will provide an opportunity to discuss these proposed Work Plan topics with the
goal of establishing a 2024 Work Plan that allows the Policy Advisory Council to be most
effective in its advisory role to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission.
