• Seeking Projects That:

• Advance building decarbonization in a range of building types

• Are located in and/or serve an Equity Priority Community 

• Can be reasonably implemented within the next 1-2 years 

• Deliver public benefits (cost savings, health, resilience, equity)

• Can be replicated or scaled

• Minimum Eligibility Requirements:
• PG&E customers currently receiving electricity and/or gas distribution service

• Existing public buildings owned by local governments or special districts that do not have any known physical, ownership, or operational 
barriers that would limit the implementation of recommended building decarbonization upgrades

• Commitment to fully decarbonizing the building & sharing data and lessons learned 

• Internal and/or external funding or financing already identified to cover a portion of estimated project costs
